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GENERAL RULES AND REGULATIONS FOR VOICE

SPONSOR ELIGIBILITY

1. Every student must be sponsored annually by an individual teacher. Music schools may not be sponsors.
The sponsoring teacher must either

a) be a paid-up member of THE SCHUBERT CLUB of FAIRFIELD COUNTY, INC. as of
the deadline for Festival applications, or

b) submit a sponsoring teacher fee of $40.00 along with the student application fees on the Teacher
Registration Form.

2. The YMF is a nonprofit, volunteer enterprise that relies on the active participation of all teachers
involved. Teachers entering students should be prepared to volunteer at least two hours of time. All
teachers will be asked to assist with some aspect of the operation of Festival such as reception or room
monitoring.

STUDENT ELIGIBILITY
1. Entrants must be under 19 years of age as of March 1st of the Festival year.
2. Entrants may participate up to and including the senior year of high school.

FEES
1. The cost for an application is $10.00.

2. Sponsoring teachers (non-Schubert Club members) submit an additional $40.00 sponsor fee with
student applications.

3. Fees are not refundable.

APPLICATIONS

1. Applications (and the appropriate fees) must be received by the Festival deadline. Incomplete
applications will be returned. The Festival reserves the right to disqualify entrants for infractions of these
rules.

2. One application must be completed for each entrant.

In a given year, entrants may enter one class in Art Song and one class in Musical Theater.

4. All checks should be made payable to The Schubert Club.

SCORES and PHOTOCOPYING

1. Published scores of the required and choice pieces (not photocopies) must be provided for the judges.
Permission must be sought from the publisher for music that is out of print, not just unavailable or
temporarily out of stock.

2. Required pieces MUST be chosen from the current YMF Syllabus published by the Festival Committee
and available from the Festival Registrar. Separate Syllabi are available for other instruments.
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3. Please number the measures so that the adjudicators can use them as reference.

ACCOMPANIMENT

Teacher’s should secure a live accompanist for their students whenever possible. A list of accompanists is
available on request. CD’s or cassette tapes may be used but please ensure that your student brings a suitable

player.

TIME LIMITS

Teachers are asked to observe the following guidelines for time limits (combined required and choice
compositions). If pieces are likely to exceed these limits (perhaps the required piece is a long one), please
attach a note to the application for the Registrar.

Primary Division 5 minutes
Elementary & Junior Division 6 minutes
Senior Division 8 minutes
Musically Advanced Division 10 minutes

PHOTOGRAPHY & CELL PHONES
No flash photography or cell phone pictures should be taken during a performance. Photographs can be

taken after the event. Please make sure you turn off all cell phones when entering the room.

VIDEO RECORDING

Videotaping will be allowed during Festival performances. Parents will be guided by the Room Monitors to
set up equipment in advance of the class performances and to operate cameras from the back of the room to
keep disruption at a minimum. Please turn off any electronic sounds that may beep or playback performer
during recording.

AWARDS and CERTIFICATES

Each performance will receive a rating from the presiding judges: Gold (5 points), Blue (4 points), Red (3
points), Green (2 points) or Yellow (1 point). A large certificate of the appropriate color will be issued to
each Festival participant for the event entered. The number of consecutive Gold ratings earned will be noted
on the Gold certificates. Points will be accumulated for each Instrument-Event. When 15 points have been
earned the first Gold Cup will be awarded, pending points going toward a second cup, etc..

GOLD CUP PLAN

All points counted toward a Gold Cup must be earned in the same event, with one exception. High school
seniors may aggregate points across performance events on a given instrument (i.e. Violin Solo, Violin
Concerto and Violin Duet) and with composition.

There is no age group attached to each division. Teachers should consider ability and years
of study when deciding which division to enter their students. Entrants must sing one of
the listed required pieces below plus a contrasting unlisted choice piece of comparable

difficulty and musical quality. All songs must be memorized.

CHOICE PIECE for ART SONG EVENT

1. The Art Song choice piece may be chosen from any country or musical period and should be a contrasting

selection.

2. The Art Song choice piece must be an original composition, not a simplified song. Published folk song

arrangements are permitted.

3. The Art Song choice piece must not be from the Musical Theater repertoire.

4. 'The teacher may choose the key best suited to the student’s voice.

5. The Art Song choice piece must be sung in a foreign language at Senior and Musically Advanced levels.
